Certified Clinical Medical Assistant (CCMA)

These courses may be eligible for Veterans tuition assistance. Students who have served in the military also qualify 
for many services through LaGuardia’s Veterans Resource Center.

The CCMA is an essential member of the medical care team who assists the physician with procedures 
such as taking vital signs, preparing patients for medical procedures, and performing phlebotomy 
(blood drawing) and electrocardiography (EKG). To take the national certification exam for Clinical 
Medical Assistant, you must successfully pass all five courses in this program: Medical Terminology*, 
American Heart Association CPR for Healthcare Providers with First Aid*, EKG Technician*, Phleboto-
my*, and CCMA Procedures. You may take the courses in any order, or you may take them individually, 
except CCMA Procedures. To register for CCMA Procedures, you must first successfully complete either 
EKG Technician or Phlebotomy. 

LaGuardia’s CCMA Program currently has a 98% pass rate for students taking the National Healthca-
reer Association (NHA) CCMA certification exam. Attendance at an orientation session and passing 
an online reading exam are required before registration for EKG Technician and Phlebotomy and are 
recommended before beginning the 5-course CCMA series. A high school diploma or equivalency is a 
prerequisite for NHA certifications and often a requirement for jobs in the field. CCMA program courses 
not offered this quarter will be offered in a future quarter. To apply, please visit www.laguardia.edu/
ccma. Full and partial tuition scholarships are available for eligible students, and a separate applica-
tion process is required.

Paramedic Original

While studying at LaGuardia as a Computer Science major, Sunny Yang 
learned of Continuing Education’s Emergency Medical Technician 
(EMT) Program and applied, never wanting to feel helpless in a medical 
emergency situation. After completing the training, however, he discov-
ered a new passion. “Though I loved programming, it lacked the human 

connection I felt with my patients,” says Sunny, who subsequently enrolled in Continuing Education’s 
Paramedic Program.

Through the college, this past summer Sunny participated in an internship with the Air Force 
Research Laboratory. Because of his EMS background, he was assigned to a project that involved 
designing a computer program to support field medical triage. Sunny specifically helped develop an 
app that determines a patient’s risk of death based on their vitals to assist battlefield medics in mass 
casualty incidents, among other uses. 

Noting that the prototype was successful and the team’s funding was extended, Sunny pointed out 
that he was able combine his two areas of study to help inform research and advance an important 
initiative with real-life applications. Having completed his Associate Degree in Computer Science at 
LaGuardia, he is now planning to earn a Bachelor Degree in Bioengineering and then continue on to 
medical school.
