When | left CUNY Start, | created a plan so that | basically had an idea of what | wanted to
achieve for myself.”

This foundation helped Justine succeed in college. She made Dean's List every semester
and received a Guttman Scholarship to help pay for her studies at a four-year school after
graduating from LaGuardia. She also gained the self-confidence to become a Peer Advisor
at LaGuardia, which entailed helping fellow students understand program curricula as well
as sharing knowledge and resources to assist them in navigating the college.

At Hunter College, Justine completed internships with Meals on Wheels and Visiting Nurse
Service of New York, working with individuals with substance abuse issues at the latter.

She also conducted empowerment and mentoring workshops for incarcerated youth at
Rikers Island before graduating with a Bachelor of Social Work Degree.

Sekou hopes to one day start his own tech company that provides multi-services
to users in need. But more importantly, he wants his son to know that if his dad
could become an expert programmer, then he, himself, can be anything he likes.
